SET-series speaker-strobes are designed for multiple power requirements with high dBA
output at each power tap

The design incorporates a high-efficiency speaker for maximum output at minimum power
across a frequency range of 400Hz to 4000Hz, and features a sealed-back construction for
extra protection and improved audibility

Speaker-strobes offer a choice of field-selectable taps for 25 or 70 VRMS operation
from 1/8 Watt to 8 Watts

e Speaker-strobe appliances shall be Siemens Series SET Speaker Strobes or approved equals
to be used with ®UL 2572 Listed mass-notification systems.

Speakers equipped with strobes shall be listed under ®UL Standard 1971 for Emergency Devices
for the hearing impaired

All models shall have listed sound output of up to 93dB at 10 feet and a listed frequency
response of 400 to 4000 Hz

Speakers shall be designed for a field-selectable input of either 25 or 70 VRMS, with
selectable power taps from 1/8 Watt to 8 Watts

Speaker shall incorporate a sealed-back construction
All inputs shall employ terminals that accept #12 to #18 American Wire Gauge (AWG) wire sizes

Strobe portion of the appliance shall produce a flash rate of one (1) flash per second,
and shall incorporate a Xenon flashtube enclosed in a rugged Lexan® lens

Strobe shall be of low-current design
Selector switch for selecting the candela shall be tamper resistant

= PAD-series power supplies with built-in, sync protocol

The strobes shall not drift out of synchronization at any time during operation

Strobes are available in and CLEAR lens, and devices for mass notification will have
the word 'ALERT' appear on its cover in red text

Strobes shall revert to a non-synchronized flash-rate, if the sync module or power supply
should fail to operate (i.e. — contacts remain closed)

Speaker-strobe appliances shall be designed for indoor / outdoor surfaces

Speaker-strobe shall incorporate a speaker-mounting plate with a grille cover,
which is secured with two (2) screws for a level finish:

= Grille cover shall mount to standard electrical hardware requiring no additional
trim plate or adapter

All speaker-strobe appliances shall be listed for Special Applications:

= Strobes are designed to flash at 1-flash-per-second minimum over their
“Regulated Input Voltage Range”

> Note: NFPA-72 specifies a flash rate of 1-to-2 flashes per second, and ADA Guidelines specify

a flash rate of 1-to-3 flashes per second:

= All candela ratings represent minimum-effective Strobe intensity, based on

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Wiring Diagram
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+ This model has in-out wiring terminals that accept

two (27 #12 to #18 American Wire Gauge
(AWG) wires at each screw terminal. Strip
leads 3/8" and connect to screw terminals.

+« Break all in-out wire runs on supervised

circuits to assure integrity of circuit
supervision as shown in Figure 2.

The polarity shown in the wiring diagrams
is for operation of the appliances.

Important Wiring Note

[For Speaker/Strobes with Strobe being used for Sync Operation]
Do not connect speaker part to a source of Siemans Sync Protocol.

Strobe part must be connected to a source of Siemens Sync Protocol. The sync strobe lights must be connected to
a compatible signal circuit with appropriate voltage, with a source of Siemens Sync Protocol wired elecincally before the sync strobes.
See the Installation Instructions provided with the source of Siemens Sync Protocol for additional wiring information for the strobe section.

Important Wiring Note

Individual wires (especially heavy gauge wire) should ke bent at 80 deg before attaching to screw.
Wiring should then carefully be pushed back into back box to minimize stress on the terminal blocks.
